* Must be a student from Pinal County who passed the General Educational Development (GED) test
* Must be a home school student from Pinal County who can provide a certificate of completion from
their home schooling program
* Must be a full-time post-secondary student from Pinal County or attending a post-secondary school in
Pinal County
